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The main concerns within my work are the exploration of relationship within a sense of 
opposites;

Hiding and revealing
Protecting and exposing
Familiarity and unknown
Security and vulnerability
Evident and intriguing

These are explored primarily by studying the relationships and interdependency of algae, 
fungi and mosses. These miniaturised landscapes symbolise (or act as a metaphor) for 
territory somewhere between the real and imaginary topographies of the place.
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
